NON-OFFENDING PARENTAL COUNSELING GROUP

FACILITATORS:  Allison Brittsan, M.A., L.P.C. and Jeff Kendig M.A., L.P.C.

(Co-therapists maximize therapeutic effectiveness by providing good role modeling, demonstrating communications skills, conflict resolution and problem solving.) 
This 12 hour structured parent group will be offered on two consecutive Saturdays, from 9am-3pm.  This group is designed to enhance the child/parent relationship, stressing that the parent’s commitment to and support of their children are essential to the child’s recovery.  This is not to be considered an adult/parent therapy group.  The intent of this program is to provide the non-offending parent the support and, when necessary, confrontation, of and by other parents of similar experiences.  Ideally, this group will serve to establish a support system outside the group setting.

GROUP GOALS

Decrease isolation by providing a safe place for parents to share problems, concerns, ask questions and have feelings validated

Strengthen parent-child bond and increase communication 

Educate non-offending parent about the dynamics of child sexual abuse

Establish parental role and learn how to provide adequate protection from perpetrators

Help parent separate their own concerns and issues, and needs from those of their child

Assist parent in developing empathy, and nurture their child
Assist parent in understanding needs of secondary victim children

Educate parents about Colorado state standards for the treatment and supervision of adult and juvenile sexual offenders (understanding the criteria for contact, clarification and reunification)
